     B.  2 Samuel 22:1-51 (Psa 18) - ____________ song of deliverance 

 1.  “The LORD is my rock and my fortress and my deliverer” (22:2) 

 2.  “He brought me out into a broad place; he rescued me, because he delighted in me” (22:20) 

 3.  “For who is God, but the LORD? And who is a rock, except our God?” (22:32) 

 4.  “For this I will praise you, O LORD, among the nations, and sing praise to your name” (22:50) 

     C.  2 Chronicles 20:1-22 - __________________ song of thanksgiving and hope 

 1.  “O LORD, God of our fathers, are you not God in heaven?” (20:6) 

 2.  “O our God, will you not execute judgment on them?” (20:12a) 

 3.  “For we are powerless against this great horde...but our eyes are on you” (20:12b) 

 4.  “Give thanks to the LORD, for his steadfast love endures forever” (20:21)

     B.  “Joy to the earth! The Savior reigns; let men their songs employ.”
